Earrings and Safety in School 

As a school, the safety and wellbeing of all our pupils is our top priority. We have recently 
reviewed our no earrings policy, alongside other local schools, to ensure it remains 
consistent and in line with national guidance from the Association for Physical Education 
(AfPE). 

AfPE advises that: 

“The practice of removing all personal effects at the commencement of every lesson establishes 
a safe working environment. This applies to all ear and body piercings, including retainer and 
expander earrings. Schools have a duty of care to ensure students can participate actively 
without unnecessarily endangering themselves or those working around them.” 

This means that wearing earrings including retainers during school activities can pose a risk not 
only to the child wearing them, but also to others nearby. We know that our children – and their 
parents – would never want to risk causing injury to another child, even accidentally. Following 
this policy helps everyone to take responsibility for keeping each other safe. 

We thank parents and carers for their continued support in helping us maintain a safe, caring, 
and inclusive environment for all pupils.
